Recognizes the
risks of transporting hazardous waste nationwide
to New Mexico for “temporary” storage period of
50-years. Memorializes that Governor Michelle
Lujan Grisham stated the proposed Holtec
International interim high-level radioactive waste
facility poses significant and unacceptable risk to
New Mexicans, the environment and the
economy. It resolves that the New Mexico House
of Representatives oppose the transportation of
high-level radioactive waste to, and storage in,
New Mexico.
